3. Does your country track neonatal deaths and their causes including birth asphyxia? If yes, give a brief description of the tracking or monitoring system. 
4. Is there national data on the prevalence of birth asphyxia and the proportion of babies that receive resuscitation (or are resuscitated)?  If yes, how recent is this data and how was it collected?

5. Briefly describe any existing national newborn resuscitation in-service training in your country. Elaborate on the following: vertical or integrated training, training methodology, existing training materials and job aids, national pool of master trainers, who leads the process (MOH –specify department, NGO or donor), year started, coverage by districts and/or facilities.   
6. Are there other national in-service maternal or newborn health training programs without a newborn resuscitation component being implemented in your country?  If so, at what stage of development is the program/s?

7. What are the key barriers that hinder the scale-up of newborn resuscitation in your country and what are your recommendations for removing them?  

8. What challenges, if any, do medical and nursing schools in your country face in their effort to provide adequate neonatal resuscitation skills to their students?  How could the schools be assisted to address these challenges?  
9. Briefly describe the current supervision system for supporting service providers to maintain their newborn health skills, state if a checklist is used and whether it has a neonatal resuscitation component.   

10. Which development partners within your country that will be able to support the implementation of Helping Babies Breathe?

11. Can you identify champions in your country who will lead implementation efforts?
