HBB is being taught by individuals who are putting together their own sessions.  We are in the process of implementing a more organized role out in 2012
3. Local environment: What are some of the specific aspects of your training environment? (i.e. within a health care facility or more  informal setting, cultural norms, etc?…) How does it impact the teaching/implementation of the HBB curriculum?  
We are training in individual clinics and wherever space is available.  Transportation is a barrier as far as students being able to get to sessions. Language is a barrier as there is no French or Kreyole materials available yet.
4. Successes you would like to share:  
We have had very enthusiastic response and a tremendous interest in teaching in local clinics. The trainers we have trained are very interested in getting the program taught in their local areas.
5. Challenges you can share:
The greatest challenge is providing the resuscitation materials to those we train so they can implement the program in their area with the local birth attendants.  In addition many of the older birth attendants do not have the manual dexterity to do things quickly. 
6. Other comments / stories to share:  
We have had midwives utilize our system within weeks of being trained.  This is an email from one of our participants: 
“tell Tom that the class he did was wonderful, because Mdme Bwa form Shada Clinic came across a baby that was born with out breathing. She said she got her equipment ready check the baby heart rate everything Tom teach her she did it and after 6 mints the baby was breathing. Mdme Bwa was very happy and she thanks Tom a lot for coming to do the class.”
